With shipe constructed of the same material
throughout a knowledge of the modulus of elasticitv is not
very essentlal, but where two kinds of steel are being used
in the main part of the structure, it is very important that
thef> relative values of thqfﬁnduli of elasticity should be
known, as theyr will direetly affect the strength of the vessel.
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
