felt compelled to make in view of the fact that the fees charged
by you were higher than those that would have been asked for by
the Bureau Veritas for the classification of this vessel, due,
no doubt, to the fact that the Bureau Veritas have their own
Surveyor at Casablanca, whereass your nearest Qffice is at
Lisbon.
