A letter has been received from the Glasgow Office
stating that the vessel is being fitted out as a hospital ship,
and it has been decided to fill in the forward and after wells
and fit hinged steel doors at the shlp's sides. The Surveyors
ask to be informed of the increase in draught which could be
smitted when the alterations are complete, and also particulars
of the scantlings of deck, shell, etc. for the structure filling
in the wells.

The scantlings have been compared with the requirements
of the Rules with the following results:-
