2 few seats, The forward feed pump cover (water end) which had
been repaired in Cochin and Caleutta had completely collapsed and
vag alongside and all fresh water tanks were filled up and boilers
again freshened up.

Steam is now being raised in Centre and Starboard Boilers
nd it is hoped that the vessel will be able to sail some time
 tomorrow morning.
