The Genoa Surveyor now reports the vessel having
been reconverted to a normal tanker, the electrical equipment
now being placed in accordance with the rules in that respect.

The C.S. has also been advanced; and the donkey
boilers have been adapted for use with exhaust gases from the

main engines.

T IS SUBMITTED that this vessel 1s eligible to
remain as classed. Class is subject to the bedplates in
way of the thrust entablature being examined by 10.46.
