The equipment of anchors, chain cables and ropes as supplied has
been verified but the certificates for same have not been endorsed.
A further verification and endorsement of certificates will be required
on completion of the ship.

The erected sections have been dismantled and all parts of the
vessel are ready for shipment, but the Surveyors have not furnished
the destination where re-erection is to take place.

IT IS SUBMITTED the First Entry Report, and the three "as erected"
plans be forwarded to the Calcutta Surveyors for their guidance in
carrying out the Special Survey for completion.
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
