These vessels were originally owned by the London
County Council, and as they were lying up the Counecil gave
the undertaking usual in such cases.

The vessels have now been purchased by Messrs.
C.A.Stewart and Co., of this City, and letters in regard to the
overdue survey of the "CAXTON" were addressed to them on
the 7th and 24th ultimo.

A letter was also written to them on the 24th ultimo
in regard to the "WHITTINGTON", and the Ovners were interviewed
on the 4th instant when they stated it was irmaterial to them
if they retained the classes of these vessels or not.

The "CAXTON" had already been taken to Archangel and the
"WHITTINGTON" would follow in due course. They promised to
write to the Society about the vessels.

On the 4th instant they wrote to this Office about
the "CAXTON", but no letter was received in regard to the
"WHITTINGTON", and although they have promised on two occasions,
in reply to an inquiry by telephone, to write in about the
gurvey of this latter vessel they have not done so.

When writing about the "CAXTON" on the 4th instant,
the Owners stated "as regards the Special Survey No.l for this
