The strength of the frame as fitted has been compared

There are, in addition, a number of minor discrepancies
between the scantlings as shown on the plans andihone
reported by the Survcyof. vit it is considered that these
differences are due to the difficuliy of obtaining accurate
measurements of the scantlings and also to the fact that the

latter are indicated on the plans in milliwetres.
