Plan of sternframe and rudder submitted, in triplicate,
by the Leith Surveyors.

It is submitted the Surveyors be informed that the
proposed scantlings and arrangements have been carefully
examined, and 1t is considered that they should be modified
in the :fellewing respects :-

(1) To take account of the, end ing moment on the soleplece
of the stern frame o sheyld be increased in breadth
te 43", and fer the same reasen the breadth of the
post in way of the belted bearing should not be less
than 3% inches.

Six 2" dismeter belts should be fitted attaching the
bearing teo the post and three 2" dlameter belts
connecting the flanges on the after side; the flanges
should net be less than 2" in thickness.

Arrangements should be mde to ensure that at the
fore and after sides the flanges of the lower rudder
coupling are kept clesed.

The rudder steck should not be checked below the
lower bea . and it 1as suggested that the check

be mpg&leid*{é-a locking ring te prevent the rudder

.

The rudder side plates should be .56" in thickness,

end it should be noted that experience has shewn

that the cennectien of these plates te the rudder

frame snd steck by means of plug welds 1s net

satisfactery, snd it 1s recemmended that, if pessible,
the attachments should be made by riveting.

The Surveyers should discuss the abeve modificatiens
with the Builders and arrange for a revised plan te be submitted
for further censideratien.

Tt might be added that the Rule diame ter of the
prudder head is 53", and not 63" as stated.

The scantlings and arrangements shewn en the plan and
the abeve medificatiens have been discussed with the Bullders!'
