In May, 1934, for the survey of thils vessel after
collision, the Soclety's Surveyors st Antwerp charged =
fee of Fcs.2625, and expenses of Fcsel20.

After survey, the vessel was laid up at Antwerp,
and,as & result of much correspondence, the Soclety obtalned
payment of £h€‘£gg in July, 19395, leaving the expenses of
Fcs.120 (say I%/—) outstanding.

The Antwerp Surveyors have made further wnsuccessful
applications for the outstanding expenses; but, in view of
the fact that the vessel has been broken up, it is
submitted that these might now be considered jrrecoverable

and written off.
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
