They were built
under the survey of the British Corporation, veing similar
to others sonstructed under this Society's survey( to plans
mutually approved by Lleyd's Register and the British
Corporation) which were originally eclassed Al "vor
Government Service®,

The vessels came under the Soelety's survey in
1920 when considerable alterations were made %o render them
suitable for earrying carge, end they were classed by the
CommitteelOOAL,

The question has now been raised as teo when the
Special Survey No.,l should be resckoned %o become due,
and in the cirsumstances it is submitted that the Socliety's
Surveyors might be asked $o state whether, in view of the
aumount of work carried out when the vessels were econverted
for gargo cérrying and elessification with the Soclety, they
are of the opinion that the survey then held might be
considered as a Speecial Survey Nod’ in order that the lst
Special Survey No.l might be dated from the completion of
that aurﬁqy‘
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
