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sir:-
With reference to the enclosed Report No. 924, on the

Steamer ' PENNSYLVANIA ', 1t will be noted that the weight
of the chain cable is somewhat below the minimum weight

required by the Rules.

The chain had been already tested and passed at the
Manufacturers, and the deficiency in the weight was, therefore,
not noticed until just before the vessel had sailed. It was,
therefore, impossible to take any action without deleying the
vessel, and in the present extraordinary circumstances, it will
be difficult to obtain a new chain cable at all.

The cable was examined and appeared to be good in every
other respect, and it is respectfully submitted that, in this
instance, the Committee might accept this chain cable in view
of the present circumstances.
